WHAT:  The Campus Action Projects (CAP) enable student leaders and campus faculty to design and implement effective programs that enhance campus offerings, promote leadership, and improve academic and career outcomes. Each year, AAUW chooses a mission-based topic that the projects will focus on, such as sexual harassment or pay equity.  Grants range from $1000 to $5000 and a member of each team will be funded to attend the NCCWSL to report on the project.  Ten teams composed of students and a campus professional are selected at colleges and universities around the country annually. 

WHERE:  Projects may take the form of multi-media projects, such as documentaries or interactive websites; conferences, workshops and fairs to introduce girls to STEM, college, and non traditional careers; services for women on campus; creative or artistic endeavors.  

WHEN:  The topic for 2010-2011 year will be announced on the aauw.org website in late August when applications are made available.  The due date in later in the fall. 

WHY:  Not only do projects involve college students and faculty in furthering AAUW priorities, such as STEM; equity in education; and fighting sexual harassment, they provide support for students to make a difference on campuses and communities.  The availability of CAPs is often attractive to a Women’s Resource Center considering institutional membership in AAUW.
