FREE E-STUDENT AFFILIATE STATUS

WHO:  Undergraduate students enrolled in Colleges or Universities that are partner members of AAUW are eligible for free e-student affiliate membership.

WHAT:  E-student affiliates receive electronic copies of AAUW's publications and research and have access to all AAUW's student affiliate benefits, including the vast array of leadership and professional development resources, the more than $3 million in fellowships, grants, and awards, access to local branch scholarships, and opportunities for networking and outreach on campus and beyond through collaborations with local branches on relevant community initiatives.  Students receive electronic versions of AAUW publications, updates on policy initiatives in Washington, D.C., and ways of taking action of important issues for equity for women and girls.  They are also eligible for Princeton Review and Barnes & Noble discounts.  Upon graduating, students receive the gift of a free year of AAUW membership through Give-a-Grad a Gift program. 

WHERE:  The administrative contact at the partner institution can sign students up online.  Some colleges recruit students through women’s studies classes. 

WHEN:  Students can join at any time.  They must be undergraduates; graduate students (with baccalaureate degrees) join as regular members. 

WHY: 

· Access to information and events that help to develop leaders on women’s issues, such as the National Conference for College Women Student Leaders, Campaign College.

· It allows a student to become a member of a professional community that fights for gender equity. AAUW’s mission statement is “Advancing equity for women and girls through advocacy, education and research.” 

· It provides a neighborhood of people who are interested in the same issues. AAUW offers a continuous dialogue among members through an online blog that is updated regularly.
